Acts 9:1-6 [7-20]

Meanwhile Saul, still breathing threats and murder against the disciples of the Lord, went to the high priest
and asked him for letters to the synagogues at Damascus, so that if he found any who belonged to the Way, men
or women, he might bring them bound to Jerusalem. 3 Now as he was going along and approaching Damascus,
suddenly a light from heaven flashed around him. 4 He fell to the ground and heard a voice saying to him, "Saul,
Saul, why do you persecute me?" 5 He asked, "Who are you, Lord?" The reply came, "I am Jesus, whom you are
persecuting. 6 But get up and enter the city, and you will be told what you are to do."

Peter felt hurt because he said to him the third time, "Do you love me?" And he said to him, "Lord, you know
everything; you know that | love you." Jesus said to him, "Feed my sheep. Very truly, | tell you, when you were
younger, you used to fasten your own belt and to go wherever you wished. But when you grow old, you will
stretch out your hands, and someone else will fasten a belt around you and take you where you do not wish to
go." (He said this to indicate the kind of death by which he would glorify God.) After this he said to him,
"Follow me."
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
